In

a journey like no other, the

ocean of people transformed the

political and social landscape to

catch a last glimpse of their

beloved leader, wiping their

tears away with respect and

gratitude. Official ceremonies or

honours were absent, as per

Oommen Chandy's wishes for a

simple funeral.

Oommen Chandy's final resting place is a

specially constructed tomb within the compound

of St. George Church, on the eastern side of

Valappil in Putupally. The funeral service was led

by Metropolitan Baselios Marthoma Mathews III,

the Catholicos of the Malankara Orthodox

Church, along with 24 other priests.

Archbishop Mar George Alencherry of the

Syro-Malabar Church, Dr. Theodosius Marthoma

Mathews, the President of the Marthoma

Church, Governor of Kerala, Arif Mohammad

Khan, Governor of Bengal,

Dr. S.V. Anandabose,

Governor of Goa, P.S.

Sreedharan Pillai, Congress

leaders Rahul Gandhi, K.

Sudhakaran, A. K. Antony

were among the prominent

figures who paid their final

respects.

The funeral procession

with the body of the beloved

leader in a special bus of the

Kerala State Transport

Corporation (KSRTC),

travelled through M.C. Road,

from Thiruvananthapuram to Kottayam, covering

a distance of 152 kilometers took 28 hours to

reach Kottayam. The roads were lined with

mourners who came to pay their last respects to

the revered Jananayakan leader, resulting in a

longer than anticipated journey.

Despite heavy rainfall in the evening, the

outpouring of affection was evident as people of

all ages, from children to the elderly, gathered on

both sides of the MC Road to bid farewell to the

late statesman.

At Kottarakkara, thousands had gathered,

causing a brief halt in the funeral procession.

The procession paid tribute in front of the NSS

headquarters and Changanassery SB College at

Perunna as it continued its journey Kottayam.

The city of Kottayam was filled with

mourners as they witnessed the final journey.

Tata Group, the parent company of Jaguar
Land Rover (JLR), has made a landmark
decision to invest over £4bn in constructing a
massive electric car battery factory in the UK.
The proposed site for this ambitious endeavor
is the Gravity business park, formerly known
as the Royal Ordnance Factory site, situated in
Bridgwater, Somerset, just off the M5 junction
23.

Initially, Spain was under consideration for the
battery plant location, but the UK won the bid
due to attractive subsidies and financial
incentives provided by Chancellor Jeremy
Hunt. The Gravity site, sprawling across 616
acres, emerged as the frontrunner due to its
strategically advantageous location. The site is
currently undergoing construction and will
feature a direct link road to junction 23 of the
M5, purpose-built on-site freight and
passenger rail terminals, and direct access to
Bristol sea port.
The UK and Spanish governments engaged in
a bidding war for the deal, with The Telegraph
reporting that the Spanish Government offered
Tata a £304m subsidy, their maximum
permitted limit for battery plant financing. On
the other hand, the UK reportedly extended an
offer of approximately £500m, comprising cash
grants, energy subsidies, and funding for
training and research.
This decision comes as the British government
faces mounting pressure from car

manufacturers to expand battery
production capacity within the
country, amid concerns of potential
car manufacturing plant relocations.
The urgency has spurred efforts to
bolster battery manufacturing
capabilities in the UK. The
gigafactory at the Gravity business
park is anticipated to be operational

by 2025 and is set to reshape the economic
landscape of the region, generating extensive
employment opportunities and positioning the
UK as a major player in the electric vehicle
industry.
The establishment of this gigafactory is
expected to play a pivotal role in the UK's
efforts to accelerate the adoption of electric
vehicles and achieve its net-zero emissions
targets. This development comes at a critical
time when the automotive sector is striving to
secure a strong position in the global electric
vehicle market.
Local figures in Somerset have warmly
welcomed the news of the £4bn gigafactory,
describing it as a "fantastic" breakthrough.
While the official confirmation of the site
location is yet to be announced by Tata, it is
understood that the 616-acre Gravity business
park near Bridgwater will be the site where car
batteries will be manufactured. This
multi-billion pound investment by Tata marks
the largest-ever car investment in the UK, and

the factory is poised to become one
of the largest of its kind in Europe.
The estimated job creation from this
project varies, with projections
ranging from 4,000 to over 10,000
new roles.
Ian Liddell-Grainger, Conservative
MP for Bridgwater and West
Somerset, commended the efforts of

Gravity's extraordinary team and Sedgemoor
District Council, stating that their contributions
played a vital role in making this breakthrough
possible. He emphasized that without their
efforts, there would be little to celebrate.

Metroman E Sreedharan, known

for his engineering expertise and

initial opposition to the Kerala

SilverLine project, has now

proposed an alternative high-speed

rail system, highlighting reduced

public resistance and land

acquisition challenges. Sreedharan

outlined two viable options for the

rail network: an elevated rail line

and an underground rail line.

In the case of an elevated rail

line, Sreedharan explained that only a 20-meter

width of land would need to be acquired, and

after the project's completion, owners could

reclaim the land for agricultural purposes.

However, construction of tall buildings and

planting large trees would not be permitted on

this land. Alternatively, an underground rail line

would eliminate the need for land acquisition

altogether. Sreedharan suggested that the

project could follow the successful models of the

Delhi Metro or the Konkan Railway.

Notably, Sreedharan emphasized that the

high-speed rail project would require only 20% of

the land acquired for the SilverLine project. He

asserted that if the state government proceeded

with the project, supported by the central

government, there would be no financial burden

on Kerala. Sreedharan expressed his willingness

to meet the Chief Minister, signaling his interest

in further discussing the project. He reiterated

that the SilverLine project faced significant

opposition in Kerala due to public concerns

surrounding land acquisition.

With Sreedharan's renewed optimism and

alternative proposal for the rail system, the future

of Kerala's transportation

infrastructure remains uncertain.

The feasibility of his ideas,

combined with public sentiment

and government support, will

likely shape the direction of the

state's rail development

endeavors.

Congress accuses
CPI(M) of secret

understanding with
BJP ahead of 2024 Polls

The Congress Party in Kerala has accused the

ruling CPI(M) party of entering into a secret

understanding with the Bharatiya Janata Party

(BJP) ahead of the 2024 elections. The

accusation comes in light of a meeting between

Kerala Chief Minister Pinarayi Vijayan's aide, KV

Thomas, and renowned engineer E Sreedharan

regarding the SilverLine Project. Congress

leader K Muraleedharan has raised concerns

about the timing and speed of these events,

suggesting a covert alliance between the CPI(M)

and BJP.

Sources have reported that Sreedharan is

scheduled to meet Chief Minister Vijayan to

discuss the revised proposal for the controversial

SilverLine Project. The project has faced

criticism from the public, and even the central

government has expressed doubts about its

viability and feasibility.

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India, along with several other nations,

voted in favor of a UN Human Rights

(UNHCR) Council draft resolution

condemning recent acts of

desecration of the Holy Quran. 

The draft resolution was brought

by Pakistan, following desecration of

the holy Quran in Sweden, on “behalf of the

States Members of the United Nations that are

members of the Organisation of Islamic

Cooperation”.

Those voting in favour of the resolution

included Bangladesh, China, Cuba, Malaysia,

Maldives, Pakistan, Qatar, Ukraine and UAE.

Nations voting against the resolution

included Belgium, Finland, France,

Germany, the UK and the US.

The resolution calls for the

examination of national laws and

policies to address gaps in preventing

and prosecuting acts and advocacy of

religious hatred. The debate on this topic was

prompted by incidents of burning the Quran,

which has significant cultural and religious value

for over a billion people. These acts aim to incite

hatred and provoke violence, emphasizing the

need to counter the weaponization of religious

differences.

India Joins International Consensus
Condemning Desecration of Holy Quran

In an urgency resolution the

European Parliament has called

for the government of India to

“take urgent steps to restore

calm” in the midst of a tribal and

religious crisis unfolding in

Manipur. The resolution comes in

response to a violent clash that

erupted in May due to an ongoing

conflict between Manipur’s

largely Hindu Meitei and largely

Christian Kuki tribes. At least 120

have died, 50,000 have been

displaced, and over 1,700 homes

and 250 churches have been

destroyed. 

The resolution notes that

intolerance towards minority

communities has contributed to the current

violence and that there have been concerns

about politically motivated, divisive policies that

promote Hindu majoritarianism in the area. The

Manipur state government has also shut down

internet connections and severely hindered

reporting by the media, while security forces

have been implicated in the recent killings,

something that has further increased distrust in

the authorities.

MEPs called on the Indian authorities to

allow independent investigations to look into the

violence, to tackle impunity and to lift the internet

ban. They also urge all conflicting sides to cease

making inflammatory statements, re-establish

trust and play an impartial role to mediate the

tensions. 

Respect human rights
Parliament reiterated its call for human rights to

be integrated into all areas of the EU-India

partnership, including in trade. MEPs also

advocate for the EU-India Human Rights

Dialogue to be reinforced and encourage the EU

and its member states to systematically and

publicly raise human rights concerns, notably on

freedom of expression, religion and the shrinking

space for civil society, with the Indian side at the

highest level.

European Parliament came at a time when

Indian Prime Minister Narendra Modi was about

to embark on a two day visit to France. on the

invitation of President Emmanuel

Macron as the Guest of Honour

at at the country’s Bastille Day

Parade.PM Modi was the Guest

of Honour at the country's

Bastille Day Parade.

French MEP, Pierre

Larrouturou said: In Manipur,

violence has claimed more than

120 victims over two months.

120 people killed, 1,700 houses

have been destroyed, 250

churches – not just one or two

churches, 250 churches – and 40

000 people are displaced

because they’ve run away from

the violence to save their skins.

This is a dramatic situation, we

have to do everything possible to end violence.

“The government has to fully respect

fundamental freedoms, freedom of expression,

and religious freedoms for everyone. The

resolution has to call for the violence to end

immediately and to authorise humanitarian aid

[in] the presence of observers and journalists

wherever necessary. They have to accept

democratic functioning, no longer criminalise

anyone who criticises government policy. That’s

what democracy is about.”  Larrouturou added.

India hits back at EU Resolution
India has strongly criticised the resolution and

rejected the notion that the European Parliament

should interfere in its internal affairs. 

Arindam Bagchi, spokesperson for India's

Ministry of External Affairs, issued a statement

expressing India's disapproval of the resolution.

Bagchi stated, "Such interference in India's

internal affairs is unacceptable, and reflects a

colonial mindset. Indian authorities at all levels,

including the judiciary, are aware of the situation

in Manipur and are taking measures to maintain

peace, harmony, and law and order. The

European Parliament would be better served by

focusing on its internal issues."

The European Parliament called on the

Indian government as well as all political and

religious leaders to take measures to restore

calm and ensure inclusive dialogue.

The free-trade agreement negotiations between

the UK and India have reportedly encountered

obstacles as British ministers backtrack on their

willingness to grant additional visas to Indian

workers. From the very beginning, India had

emphasised the importance of access to the UK

job market and services sector for its citizens as

a significant aspect of the trade deal.

British officials have earlier said that the

FTA negotiations would also include liberal rules

on business mobility, which would make it easier

for highly skilled professionals to deliver

services in each other’s markets on a short-term

and temporary basis.

India is urging the UK to permit Indian firms

to bring a greater number of their workers to

Britain. Recent reports indicate that some Tory

MPs have formed a new pressure group within

the Conservative Party, aiming to secure a

commitment from Prime Minister Sunak to

reduce immigration figures after net migration

reached record levels.

The Secretary of State for International

Trade, Kemi Badenoch MP, in a report to the

Chair of the House of Commons Business and

Trade Committee last month, assured that the

FTA with India would not include immigration

commitments or provide access to the UK

domestic labour market. Any agreements

reached should align with the principles and

functioning of the UK's points-based immigration

system, ensuring control over its own borders.

Home Secretary Suella Braverman has

recently tightened immigration rules by imposing

restrictions on the number of family members

that student visa holders can bring to the

country. Braverman previously expressed

concerns about increased immigration levels

from India, alleging that many Indian nationals

overstay their visa terms, leading to controversy

in New Delhi.

Nevertheless, India's top trade official has

expressed optimism, stating that talks with the

UK on a trade agreement are progressing well,

downplaying remaining obstacles regarding

temporary work visas for Indians. India seeks

enhanced opportunities for its firms to bring

workers to the UK, while British negotiators

strive to persuade India to liberalize its highly

protectionist services markets.

During a conversation between India's

trade chief, Piyush Goyal, and Kemi Badenoch,

India conveyed its desire for easier access to

the UK for workers in specific service sectors

that require on-site presence. Goyal emphasized

that both sides are working collaboratively to find

solutions, highlighting India's growing economy

and its current visa provisions.

The Indian government is currently
contemplating the possibility of
implementing higher tariff
concessions for imports of bulk
whisky as part of the ongoing
negotiations for the India-UK
free-trade agreement (FTA).
The Government believes that
bulk whisky imports generate
domestic employment
opportunities as such imports
would necessitate the
establishment of bottling plants in
India for the finished products.
However, local spirits producers have
expressed concerns about the India-UK FTA
potentially leading to an increase in whisky
imports and posing a threat to Indian spirits,
which are already facing competition from
British whisky.
According to the Scotch Whisky Association

(SWA), India has recently
become the largest market for
Scotch in terms of volume for the
UK, with imports experiencing a
significant 60% surge in 2022
compared to the previous year.
Last year alone, India imported
219 million 70cl bottles of Scotch.
While the British side has
reportedly been urging India to
reduce its tariffs on whisky
imports, the Indian drinks industry
has proposed that the
government gradually decrease

the tariff to 50% over a period of 10 years. This
would begin with an initial duty cut to 100% in
the first year. As for bulk imports, there have
been rumours suggesting that India plans to
offer a tariff reduction to 75% in the first year,
followed by a further reduction to 25% over the
course of 10 years.
